• There are more people 
enslaved today than at 
any other point in human 
history.

• Human trafficking is the 
world’s second largest 
criminal enterprise, after 
drugs and weapons. 1

• There are an estimated 
600,000 to 800,000 
children, women and men 
trafficked across 
international borders 
annually. 1

• An estimated 14,500 to 
17,500 individuals are 
trafficked into the USA 
each year. 1

• Approximately 80 
percent of human 
trafficking victims are 
female, and up to 50 
percent are children. 1

• Sex trafficking is an 
engine of the global AIDS 
epidemic. 1

• The total market value of 
illicit human trafficking is 
estimated to be in excess 
of $32 billion.
